CONSTRUCTION TIP OF THE MONTH 
 

Do you have a ñHealthy Houseò? 

Winter is here and the humidity levels are usually 

low this time of year. In order to have a ñHealthy 

Houseò it is imperative that your humidifier is 

working properly. (A humidifier is a stan-

dard feature in all Golf Club Estates 

homes.)  Humidity is a very important part of 

a houseôs health as well as yours, & moisture 

needs to be added & controlled.  

 

Do you wake up with a dry throat, see shrinkage in your molding, 

& notice joints in your furniture getting loose? These are all signs 

of a lack of moisture. The solution is to visit the furnace room 

(check both furnaces if your house is so equipped) & find the 

ñhumidistatò normally located above the furnace itself.  Set it to 

the highest setting until you see condensation on your windows, 

then lower it to the ñ3ò setting and you should be good. This may 

be adjusted higher or lower depending on personal comfort lev-

els. ALSO, donôt forget to change your furnace filters at least 

every two months as this will add to efficiency and good clean air 

for all.
