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Hole eleven is a 170 yard par 3 shot over 
some natural wetlands.  The green features 
a sizeable bunker to the right that should     
definitely be avoided.

It is time to make sure that your air conditioning unit is 

functioning at its best. The unit should be clear of debris 

and lawn clippings and the fins clean and clear. (There 

is a fin brush to make them straight if they are bent.  

These are available at hardware stores or from your 

friendly HVAC company.)  

 

Make sure your air filter is clean and operating       

properly. It is best to change/clean the filter every         

4 - 6 weeks for the most efficient operation.  
 
Ensure that the drainage system to 

the exterior, sump pit, or the        

mechanical pump that runs into the 

sanitary sewer system is            

unobstructed or water will         

accumulate on your floor. It is also 

important to program your          

thermostat so that you are not     

wasting energy when you are away.
